Volunteers would assist in the implementation of a story collection/interview program. Oregon 150
would provide necessary office space (in downtown Portland at 1211 SW 5 Ave, Ste 1.-17),
interview/story collection materials, and assistance in making initial contact with appropriate
organizations. Volunteers would be responsible for following-up with contacted organizations,
explaining the Oregon Stories project and its goals, and setting up times and places to conduct
interviews/ collect stoties/perform research. Volunteers would work with the Oregon Stories Project
Manager to petform interviews and/or collect stories.
